Special Called Meeting Minutes

September 1, 2016
The South Ellis County Water Supply Corporation met in a special called meeting session on September 1, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. in their office at 109 Main Street, Italy, TX.  The following board members were present:  President Russ Lewis; Vice-President Myron Major; Secretary/Treasury Michael Cheatham; and Mark McClain.  Board member Kevin Buck was absent.  The employees present were Suzann Hyles and Joe Windham.  Visitors attending the meeting were James Wilson, Attorney and Lisa Shearin.
President Russ Lewis called the meeting to order at 6:38 p.m.

Suzann Hyles gave the invocation.

President Russ Lewis called role and determined there was a quorum. 
VISITOR(S) – James Wilson and Lisa Shearin
APPROVE BID FOR TEXZON 6" LINE – Mark McClain made a motion to accept and approve the bid for the 6" line extension to Texzon Industries by Lonestar Environmental with the estimate for the supplies from Britton Meter Supply, Inc. Invoice from SECWSC to Texzon for 6" line extension must be paid prior to construction.  Myron Major seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
CONSULTATION WITH JAMES WILSON, ATTORNEY REGARDING McDONALDS' – 
James Wilson, Attorney with firm Gay, McCall, Isaaks & Roberts, P.C. interviewed to become the general counsel for SECWSC. The board agreed to hire him and Mr. Wilson said he would send a formal resolution documenting the hire for adoption at the next board meeting. Mr. Wilson asked if the city was able to serve the restaurant at his time. Mr. Wilson and Suzann Hyles then reviewed the facts related to either SECWSC or City of Italy serving the McDonalds restaurant to be located at the intersection of Dale Evans and Kinfolk Road in the City of Italy, including costs to extend service and water main proximity. Suzann Hyles told him that the McDonalds will be located in SECWSC’s CCN area but only the city has 10" water lines in place and to meet its service demands. Mr. Wilson then informed the board about SECWSC’s options and likely outcomes.
